Material Submission

Objective

The objective is to assemble your presentation of advanced material in a form that can be used by future students studying intelligent embedded systems.

Please assemble together all your advanced presentation materials.  Please make only one submission per team.  You should submit two hard copies of your material, and also a .zip, which you should email to the TA. 

One hardcopy will be used for grading.  The second copy is for future students to be able to look at.  

Also, the electronic version of your submission will be posted on the course web page (please let the TA know if you do not want this material on the web).  

Your package should include the following:
Part a. A page containing your talk title, presenters, abstract, and full reference and urls for your selected paper(s).

Part b. Slide presentation (Powerpoint).  Hardcopy should be on two sides.  You may give additional key points of narration that go beyond what is on your slides.

Part c. Your tutorial article.

Part d. If you gave a demo, then please write an abstract describing the demo.  Also please summarize the work you had to do in order to assemble the demo.  The purpose of this is to make sure that you receive credit for extra work.

Other Advice

· The tutorial isn’t due until Nov. 13, even if you present before then.

· Do not put too much detail onto the slides themselves; you don’t want to be reading word for word off your slides during the presentation.  Index cards, or something similar, can be used as a memory aid for extra material not on the slides.

· Please time your presentation to make sure it is of appropriate length.  You should plan on a presentation of about 75 minutes, so that there are 15 minutes left for questions and discussion.
